The 
trails here are also multiuse trails. Camping is primitive except for a port-o-potty, 
no electric, no bathhouse. There is a campground down the street that has bath 
facilities that we can use, but you will need to drive there. Each campsite has 2 
tie stalls for horses, a charcoal grill (need to provide your own charcoal) fire rings 
(provide your own wood) garbage can, and a picnic table.  The campground is 
set up very nicely.  There are an extra 24 tie stalls in the camping area....the 
manure can be disposed of in the woods on site. There is water for the horse, but 
it needs to be carried to your site (or driven to).
